IMAGE RELEASE 

Image Release:   all girls and adults must have an image release form listed on file in your information.  You 
can find this form on the National Website it is an IR.1 form 
 
When you send in the A.1 form or an A.7 form you should include an IR.1 form

How to safely  clean up  a dead mouse or droppings? 
¶ First:  protect yourself by wetting down the droppings or dead mice with a disinfectant or bleach solu-

tion.  This will prevent the particles from becoming airborne and potential Hantavirus from being 
breathed in.   

¶ A Mouse kit should be provided at each tent site / residential building.    The Mouse Kit contains: 
 1  Mask, 1  J cloth, 1-175 ml  Spray bottle, 2  Disposable Gloves 
¶ Mix up the bleach solution (1 part bleach to 9 parts water).  Add ¼ tsp (15 ml) household bleach to 135 

ml water in the spray bottle.   
¶ Wearing the mask, spray the mouse and/or droppings until it is wet.  Leave approximately 10 min. 
¶ Wearing the gloves, wipe up the dropping with paper towels or old rags. 
¶ Put the droppings, gloves and paper towels/rags in a plastic bag and in the garbage.  
¶ Clean the area again with the bleach solution. 
¶ Wash your hands well with soap and water. 
¶ NOTE:  If the Mouse kit is missing from your campsite, please make a note on the Campsite Use Form.  If 

you are missing masks or gloves at Camp Mockingbird, extras may be located in Office in the cupboard.  
 

How to reduce the occurrence of mouse droppings? 
¶ Keep all food in the food storage bins while at camp 

¶ Don’t leave newspaper, cardboard, toilet paper etc. behind 

¶ Keep building doors closed 

¶ Make sure you leave your campsite CLEAN!
